Forward 4641 head of stock comprising 473 cattle inc 142 young bulls & 36 cows & 
OTM’s.  4007 sheep inc 203 ewes & 2 Spring Lambs & 161 pigs inc 77 sows & 
boars. 
 
Slightly larger numbers of cattle on offer with the overall quality not as good as last 
week resulting in a fall in the average price of about 4p taking quality into 
consideration.  Top price was 174.5p twice for  Belgian Blue x Heifers from CR & 
CL Donaldson, Huby purchased by J Penny & Sons, Rawdon and Woolley Bros, 
Sheffield.  Steers made up to 167.5p for Limousin x from D & J Bailes, Elwick sold 
to J Penny & Sons. 
 
Young bulls were also forward in slightly larger, again with quality overall poorer and 
trade would follow a similar trend to clean cattle.  Top price was 163.5p for Belgian 
Blue X from CR Close & Sons sold to Cleveland Meat Co, Stockton. 
 
Cows and OTM’s were a little dearer on the week. 
 
The largest entry of sheep this year were a much improved trade for all weights 
resulting in an overall average of 141.7p per kg.  Top price was £82 for Texel X from 
EW Coultman, Helperby and to 176.2p for Texel X from TW Parkinson, Thirlby.  
Ewes were also much dearer selling to £76. 
 
Pigs were a better trade on the week selling to 90p while sows were a similar trade 
making up to 54p.
